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A limited edition print to celebrate 60 years of the IPA. 
 
West Mercia Police an IPA Branch brimming with history 
 
As I write this I am on call out duty as the officer in charge of 100 detective staff 
in rural England.  My force is West Mercia Police which is named after an ancient 
kingdom, and is positioned in England on its border with Wales.  This is a land 
replete in history and legend, where the old Mercian language was used by 
Tolkien in his great work “The Lord of the Rings”.  This police force serves the 
three shire counties of Shropshire, Worcestershire and Herefordshire.   
 
The shires are more than the other worldly descriptions of Tolkien.  Shropshire is 
the birthplace of Charles Darwin and the UNESCO World Heritage site of 
Ironbridge and Industrial Revolution.  Worcestershire is famous worldwide for its 
porcelain and is the birthplace of the great composer Edward Elgar.  It is the 
location for our police headquarters Hindlip Hall, a grand manor house where 
400 years ago members of a plot to blow up Parliament were captured following 
the failed “Gunpowder Plot”.  Finally Herefordshire a major producer of apples for 
cider, my favourite drink, and the home of the imposing Hereford Cathedral.  This 
great Cathedral houses the largest medieval map in existence, the Mappa Mundi.  
It has a chained library where a number of the books are over 500 years old. The 
library is also where Len Washer has worked for the past 16 years describing the 
history of the Cathedral to visitors from throughout the UK and beyond.  Yet Len 
also has an important place in history.  He is an early member of the IPA who 
has played his part in helping to create an Association that spans the globe. 
 
Inspector Len Washer an IPA member for 60 years (photo attached). 
 
Sixty years ago Len was a young police officer working in Birmingham.  He had 
seen service during the Second World War in the Caribbean.  There he had 
carried out electronics work in the British Fleet Air Arm.  He wore his naval hat 
tipped over his right eye in the Western Oceans style.  When he later joined the 
police in 1947 he continued to wear his British police helmet at a jaunty angle.   
 
In August 1949 Len was reading the Police Review magazine at his station when 
he spied an article asking if officers might be interested in setting up an 
international organisation.  The letter had been written by Sergeant Arthur Troop 
who believed that the organisation could promote friendship amongst police 
colleagues and offer exchange holidays around the world.  Len answered the 
letter saying he would want to be part of this great idea.  The first meeting of 
seven police officers took place later that year in London at Bishopsgate Police 
Station with seven officers.  Len could not make this due to his duties and also 
because of the cost of travelling down to London on a lowly constable’s wage but 
he kept in touch with the officers.   
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In January 1950 he was one of the first police officers to join the IPA.  He was 
given the world membership number of number 4 by Arthur Troop himself, and 
was then asked if he would take on the job of Regional Secretary for No 5 
Region which covered the Central English counties.   He had to ask the 
permission of the Chief Constable to join the IPA.  The Chief was reticent as at 
that time everything using the term international was thought to have communist 
connections.  However he was given permission to join and the membership 
continued to slowly grow and gain acceptance. 
 
In 1952 Len met with Arthur Troop at Stamford Police Station.  It was there that 
they decided on the production of the first IPA magazine.  This was to be a 
regional magazine and predates Police World.  It was called The Circle and Len 
still has a copy in which both he and Arthur Troop contributed articles.  The 
magazine spoke of a first visit to France following the war and how the next visit 
should be to Germany so that the family of police officers could work together in 
the future as friends and colleagues. 
 
During this period Arthur Troop had commissioned the design for a lapel badge 
to identify members.  Len was given the job of contacting factories to produce the 
new badges.  Len recalls that the first badge was large and needed to be 
reduced in size.  It was then changed to the round design now recognisable by 
the third of a million members around the world.  The membership grew and Len 
has played his part to this day.   
 
On the day I was born, which is 51 years ago for those who do not know me, Len 
was made a life member of the IPA for his service to the organisation as a 
Regional Secretary.  He later became the Chairman of the Midlands Region in 
1964. 
 
Len retired as a Police Inspector and now lives in Hereford with his wife Jeanne 
who joined the IPA in 1954.  Len and Jeanne are the epitome of what it is to be a 
members of the IPA.  They are still in touch with IPA colleagues from Holland, 
Germany and New Zealand.  Len is now 89 years of age and is working with his 
police colleagues in West Mercia to create a memento to celebrate 60 years of 
the International Police Association. 
 
The IPA 60th anniversary limited edition collectables 
 
The West Mercia Branch intends to celebrate Len’s contribution and on this 
diamond anniversary they have commissioned the production of a limited edition 
print.  The print will be produced by John Edwards a well known police cartoonist 
who may be better known to officers around the UK as Jedd.  John is a retired 
West Mercia police officer who has made a successful career as an artist and his 
cartoons sell on the internet for up to £1500.  This limited edition print will depict 
a number of officers wearing iconic police uniforms from around the world such 
as the USA, France and Turkey the host of this year’s international conference.   
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It will also be produced as a Christmas card this year.  As a special offer it can be 
produced in any language with a personal message from the particular IPA 
Branch. The card will be a professionally produced one-off celebration and 
accompanied by tie pins (The Diamond Len) and other memorabilia.  
 
Len will be depicted on the print with his helmet set at the jaunty angle, an 
example of a lifelong member of our extended police family.  A family which 
recognises the bond between police officers from all around the world.  The print 
will later be used to produce other items such as tie pins for those collectors out 
there.

Castelli is a hill town and “comune” in Teramo province in the Abruzzo region of eastern Italy. It is 
located in the natural park known as the "Gran Sasso e Monti della Laga National Park". The hillside 
town lies within the Gran Sasso mountain beside Mount Camicia and on the eastern side of the Gran 
Sasso Massif. In spite of its wild mountain scenery, this centre is situated at a moderate height, and is 
surrounded by an agricultural countryside dotted with farmhouses. 
It was the presence of the erosion furrows and the clay, together with the water to knead it, and the 
wood to keep the kilns burning, that first attracted a community of Benedictine monks from San 
Vincenzo al Volturno to Castelli in the early middle ages. 

   The monks founded the abbey of S. Salvatore, and started to produce the pottery  
   that was  to make Castelli  famous  all over  Italy.  The most prolific period of 
   production of this refined, artistic pottery, which was well know in all the courts  
   of Europe, was from the 15th to the 16th centuries.  
   Subsequently these monks taught to the inhabitants of the country to use the  
   clay, a resource of this earth, to realize ceramics objects.  
   The school of Grue, Fuina, Gentili and Cappelletti produced plates, jugs, tiles   
   and  other  objects  of outstanding beauty.  In the former Franciscan convent, the  
   Pottery Museum allows you to get an idea of the history of this form of art. The 
   nearby church of S. Donato offers a rare example of a more popular version of 



ceramic art, with its tiled ceiling. It also holds a majolica altar-piece by Francesco Grue (1647) and a 
medieval silver cross of the Sulmona school. 
Today, Castelli is a favourite destination for tourists and art lovers; it hosts an art institute and ceramics 
museum.

The origins of Civitella are unknown, though in the area have been found traces of human presence as 
early as the Neolithic and Upper Palaeolithic ages. The current town is believed to lie on the former 
Beregra, a town of the Piceni Italic tribe. It is first mentioned in the 10th-11th centuries, as a walled 
town; in the 13th century it was part of the Kingdom of Naples, having a special importance as it was 
located on the boundaries with the Papal States. In 1557 it was besieged by French troops, but in vain. 
Thanks to its fierce resistance, it was given the title of Fidelissima ("Very Faithful") by King Philip II 
of Spain (at the time southern Italy was under Spanish control). Civitella was besieged again by the 
French during the Napoleonic Wars, in 1798 and 1806, this time being captured after four months of 
defence. In 1816, after the Congress of Vienna, it was annexed to the Kingdom of the Two Sicilies. 
The fortress of Civitella was the location of the last stand of that Kingdom after the Garibaldine and 
Piedmontese invasion of 1860, after the King Francis II had already surrendered in Gaeta, Naples and 
Sicily being annexed to the newly formed Kingdom of Italy. Civitella surrendered on 20 March 1861. 
The Fortress of Civitella is the largest in Italy, the second in Europe after the Hohensalzburg in 
Salzburg, Austria: it located on the top of a rocky cliff, being c. 500 m long and 45 m wide, for a total 
surface of 25,000 square meters. Civitella also can boast suggestive and mysterious streets, among 
them "Ruetta, of Italy the most narrow street."
